VINTAGE NOTES

The fruit was sourced from a single vineyard in the Chittering Valley located in
the Perth Hills region of Western Australia.

All fruit was handpicked and whole bunch pressed at 5°C to seasoned oak
without clarification and allowed to undertake “natural” fermentation. After
completion of fermentation the wine was aged in oak on lees (stirred weekly)
for six months. It was lightly fined, filtered and bottled in August 2007.
